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Condolences and prayers in behalf of myself, CARE, and our membership go out to all the families and loved ones in New York, Washington DC, and around the world who have had to sacrifice so much for the liberty our great nation offers as a beacon to the rest of the world. It is unfortunate the terrorist forces of evil must take advantage of this very liberty, freedom, and very openness to worldwide commerce, to attack us. Here in Silicon Valley we too have lost loved ones, many who are among those heroes on United Flight 93, who sacrificed their lives to preserve our liberty. Many would agree they all deserve post-humus metals of honor for what they have done in our behalf.

My birthplace is in Washington DC and I spent most of my childhood in Brooklyn New York. In the spirit of a New Yorker I will continue on with my work even though the challenges we must face in our daily lives must seem insurmountable right now. We must all work to protect the liberty and freedom we all believe in and hold so precious. I am truly blessed as only in this great country of the world could a “citizen Mike” like me be allowed a voice on a issue of the magnitude of California’s “Energy Crises”.

In the spirit of extolling my first amendment rights, one of those freedoms we must continue to preserve, I provide the following comments in support of my motion to suspend the California Department of Water Resource’s long-term energy contracts, and my request that the FERC seek to restore financial confidence in the Western energy markets by assuming full control of this market on the wholesale and retail side.

I’ve tried to the best of my personal ability to keep you informed of the problems California has faced and continues to face in regards to the West’s dysfunctional energy markets, and I have warned you in the past of the resulting recession to follow. You have failed to head my warning of the devastating effects resulting to the worldwide economy of rolling blackouts in California’s Silicon Valley. I firmly believe that this unchecked manipulation by California power producers, a literal power Cartel, has resulted in the economic meltdown Silicon Valley, California, the nation, and the world now face. 

The ineptitude of California’s state leadership is best illustrated in the $43 billion in long term power contracts negotiated by the DWR without the public’s statutory and constitutionally guaranteed right to notice, and the exercise of our first amendment rights to speak out. My problem is, as FERC identified in it’s December 15, 2000 Order, California’s leadership, the Governor, Legislature, and Cal-ISO, do not have the technical sophistication to manage California’s energy markets. California needs a more experienced manager to restore the confidence necessary to create a return to market normalcy. In light of the horrific tragedy on Tuesday, we no longer have the luxury of squabbling over who is right or wrong in this, and which political party must gain the upper hand in the debate. The Western energy market and the continued prosperity of Silicon Valley is now a matter of national security. Rather than belaboring this point with hyperbola again I request that the FERC seek to restore financial confidence in the Western energy markets by assuming full control of this market on the wholesale and retail side. This is now is a matter in the nation’s interest.
