This is yet another instance of CARE's Continuing Though Completely Futile Efforts to Obtain, inter alia, Proper Investigation & Analysis, Full Disclosure, and an Opportunity to Participate in a Well Informed and Meaningful Manner in the Exercise of Constitutionally as Well as Statutorily Mandated and Protected Rights. 

The latest information stemming from and regarding the energy crisis (e.g., news articles and investigative reports in every major newspaper in California), and its unprecedented effects on all aspects of the environment and its protection, indicates the state has entered into a significant (38 at last count) and growing number of long term energy contracts aimed at resolving the ongoing crisis.  How do these and other crisis resolution actions by executive and legislative branches of government affect the MEC project?  Do they have any impact whatsoever?  Has anybody checked?  Is it anyone's duty to check?  Have these crisis resolution actions had, or are they having, individually or cumulatively, any potentially substantial impact on existing or projected environmental conditions.  Are they the cause, substantial contributors or otherwise pertinent to an erosion of the maximization of protection and avoidance or mitigation of ecological harm protection still required under CEQA, which has never been amended (officially and lawfully, in conformance with prescribed procedures that include investigative inquiries and hearings fully and freely open to the public) to enlarge the scope and change the nature of the limited immunity granted to certified regulatory programs?

These are merely examples of the type of questions you have completely refused to consider; on the apparent pretext they lack the relevance to even require mention, much less preliminary investigation or threshold inquiry.  

We again respectfully demand that you immediately cease and desist from carrying out the unlawful process you are presently engaged in.  You are wasting taxpayer funds that do not belong to you, and over which you do not have legal authority.  You, meaning the individual Commissioners as well as the Commission as a whole, may be liable for damages under section 526a of the Code of Civil Procedure, which we believe allows a taxpayer's suit for such conduct.
